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Rare condition known as Anophthalmia left Brielle Garrison without eyes

Doctors do not know what causes the rare condition that left eight-week-old Brielle Garrison without eyes; a condition they say affects 30 out of 100,000 newborn babies

Dr. Lee Friedman, with the Microsurgical Institute, Inc. said Brielle was born with a rare eye condition called Anophthalmia, which “is actually a condition where you have no ocular tissue at all, nothing in the eyes.” 

He said the said the condition is a “sporadic mutation” and it is “not hereditary.”

Brielle’s 15-year-old mother, Taylor Garrison says that her daughter will need to have surgeries so that her face does not become deformed and “it’s hard,” on her because since her baby was born “there’s always appointments and different doctors” to see.

Taylor said she is going to treat her daughter “like she was born just as any other baby, because that’s how she is. That’s how I see her.”

A fund has been set up at the Wachovia Bank in Wellington, Florida to cover the child’s medical bills.
